Course Description			
English 4 is a practical integrated-skills course that provides learners with multiple opportunities to engage in learning inside the classroom and beyond. Through an oral history project, students conduct in-depth research on a topic of personal interest, applying various skills such as creativity, critical thinking, communication, and digital literacy and production in making a final product (e.g., video documentary) that shares their findings.
In addition, they will further develop their skills of composing narrative essays based on the oral-history project stories, and reflective reports in which they will showcase their learning and insights through the course. They will also refine their public speaking skills by presenting to an authentic audience at both ‘The Student Conference’ and ‘KETNET’s Annual Conference.  Reading skills and vocabulary will be practiced in conjunction with various classroom activities, and through projects beyond the classroom. Different listening strategies and note-taking skills will be further explored in class.
