	During this course the students are introduced with the basic concepts of the stage design for children’s theatre,how to analyse a play and how to design the stage for children’s theatre. 

	Aims of the Course:
	The aim of the course is to provide the student with the information on how to analyze the play-text from the stage designer perspective and how to bring it into the play, how to emphasize the main elements and features of the play, which gives information about the directors approach of the scenography.
By studying the movements and the characters of the actors in the scene, by determining the time and space of the play, student begins to conceive the structure and the look of the stage design.
After this, the student learns about drawing, painting and modelling the scene.
