	The course covers the study about developement and function of the stage design in ancient Roman theatres,  analysis of a play which belongs to the  Roman author, analysis of the concept of the stage from the directors perspective, study of the actors’ movements on the stage, techical study of how to change the scene views, defining the elements of the architecture and the importance of painting in the background of the scene.
