1. Content - URBAN DESIGN STUDIO
At the core of the semester is the project work carried out by the students of that semester under the supervision of their teachers. Students, coached by teachers, will chose a location in a city or town in Kosova to develop the project. The project work is carried out in groups of 4-6 students. The project work is supported by inputs through lectures, workshops and coaching, conveying knowledge and skills indispensable to the students' work

2. Course objective: 
The course objective is to train students in urban design. The focus will be on the planning and development of an area – local community. In the end of the course, students will be able to effectively participate in the process of drafting a regulatory plan for an area or a neighbourhood of the city.

3. Expected learning outcomes:
· Participants have developed skills and techniques in research, design and various forms of communication. 
· Participants are able to apply appropriate research methods and techniques in undertaking design-related research. 
· Participants have knowledge about the institutional context within which planning is practiced.
· Participants have gained the skills needed to produce a participatory neighborhood development plan.

4. Teaching and learning methodology:
Practical work in the project, supported by lectures and discussions and coaching by the teachers. The applied pedagogical methodology is problem based learning and project work.

5. Evaluation method:
· Project 70%
· Final exam 30%
