Course: Corpus Linguistics, Elective, 2+1, 3 ECTS
Course instructor: Prof.ass.Lendita Kryeziu
Course description
The course provides an overview of the early corpus linguistics, its criticism and its renewal as a scientific discipline. It focuses on the multifaceted use of the corpus for language studies as well as the future perspective of this field
Course objectives
The aim of the course is to introduce students to the basic concepts of the English morphological structure at the word level, including the major and secondary word formation processes in English.
Learning outcomes
The main aim of this module is to examine the uses of text corpora in linguistics research and applications. The main objectives of the course are:
· Introduce the main concepts of corpus linguistics
· Provide an overview of the development and the prospects of corpus linguistics
· Increase students’ awareness regarding various corpora
· Enable students to use, construct, analyze text corpora

Teaching method
Lectures will be interactive, with students expected to come to class prepared to discuss questions on the contents listed in the course syllabus based on readings assigned each week. Students are expected to complete the tasks that derive from lectures and to contribute in weekly assignments (reading assignments, writing tasks: summaries, critical reviews; oral presentations, participation in class discussions and debates). All these will
count towards their final grade
