	Course description:
	This course explores speech sounds as physical entities and as linguistic units (phonology). In this part of the course, the goal is to learn to produce, transcribe, and describe in articulatory terms many of the sounds known to occur in human languages. In the next part of the course, the focus is on sounds as members of a particular linguistic system. We will also construct arguments to support the proposed analyses, and we will find that phonetic factors play a crucial role in validating phonological analyses. Throughout the course, a major emphasis is placed on the fact that speech sounds are simultaneously physical and linguistic elements and that these two aspects of sound structure are interdependent.
