	The aim of the course is to familiarize students with the scientific method of contrasting English with another language (in this case Albanian). The topics that will be discussed will be in connection with the definition of Contrastive Linguistics, with its applied linguistic basis, with linguistic components of contrastive linguistics, with macro and microstructure of contrastive linguistics, and its pedagogical implications. Theoretical issues will be combined with practical problems and the solutions must be found by students in both languages.
