	The course covers in detail the English lexical categories, viewed from morpho-syntactic perspective perspecitve.

Lexical categories / word classes, including their sub-categorisation will be the main focus of the course.  The course especially covers the nominal and verbal systems of English, including all categories of these structures and other important aspects in order to acquire them theoretically and practically.  The use and application of the notions of morphological structure in practice will be essential in and outside of a certain context.        



	Course aims:
	The aim of the course is to introduce students to the basic concepts of the structure of English grammar at the word level.  Students will also learn in detail the fundamental characteristics of the parts of speech, which are essential in the process of teaching and translation.  



	Learning outcomes:
	Upon completion of the course, students who pass the exam successfully should be able to:

· Recognise and distinguish the lexical categories in English, including their meaning;
· Classify words according to their structure and manner of formation;
· Distinguish the basic concepts of grammatical analysis in general, and word analysis in particular;  

· Recognise and distinguish all the basic English finite and non-finite forms and their meanings;

· Perform morphological analysis of words at a higher linguistic level; 
· Classify words according to a specific word class based on their form and meaning.
