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	Course description
	This course aims primarily at developing further communication skills through the acquisition of basic language skills along with study skills. The English language course during the first year of study also introduces grammar, but with new techniques within the communicative and Content and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) approaches where the student occupies the leading position. The literature comprises separate modules, from everyday life of different people and cultures, but focused more on the authentic English-speaking culture, summarized into a considerable number of units within the main text book (On Screen-B2+ Student’s and Workbook), covered also by topics of English journalism.

	Course objectives:
	Lectures and exercises are intended to enable students to become proficient in several forms:

· Understand that they are expected to be able to use the four skills to communicate with other people through purposeful presentations.

· Make comparisons of English language in correlation with Albanian (through interactive grammar exercises to understand the linguistic differences and analogies between English and mother tongue).

· Gain knowledge of grammar by learning and practicing grammar in the context of logical compilation, whether oral or written, and teaching to be as natural in order for them to become critical thinkers.

	Learning outcomes:
	Upon successful completion of this course, students are expected to build their capacities and acquire general knowledge of English language learning based on the four basic language skills: listening, writing, reading and speaking, and these skills to be applied on daily bases. The overarching goal is to enable students to express themselves effectively and clearly in English.
