	Course description: 
	Teaching and learning will not be separated according to rigorous procedures, hence, will be constantly interrelated and interactive, allowing each student to participate in the process and give personal input in the continuous production of knowledge.
Aiming the mastering of four main pillars of the language, listening, writing, speaking and reading, it will contain various activities using audio-visual media. 
Within this course, students will learn and practice upper-intermediate English grammar with inductive (bottom-up) approach, effectively including the communicative method which is based on the idea that learning language successfully comes through having to communicate real meaning and in grammatically correct manner. 
The course accentuates real communication which will allow students to use learned grammar rules and practise vocabulary, as well as encourages them to express their opinion in English on various topics. 
Classroom activities guided by the communicative approach are characterised by trying to produce meaningful and real communication. As a result, there are more emphasis on communication, lessons are more learner-centred, and with the use of authentic materials.
Writing skills will be strengthened through exercising narrative structure, syntax of business writing, writing a film review, etc.
The course likewise encourages learning language through literature, as well as acquaintance with British/American history.
In order to increase the interest and engagement students will also be invited and encouraged to participate in searching, selection, as well as creation of materials to be used in class.

	Throughout this course, students actively participate in extending their knowledge in this field.
