	Teaching and learning will be based on interaction

Including various literary texts and doing analysis of the same will contribute in enriching their vocabulary and affiliates them with English literature and culture. Writing skills will be strengthened through exercising natural writing, writing of curriculum vitae, writing news stories, etc. 
The course likewise encourages learning language through discussing various social issues as well as through incorporation of literary pieces.
In order to increase the interest and engagement students will also be invited and encouraged to participate in searching, selection, as well as creation of materials to be used in class.
