	The course includes various topics such as: Illyrian culture, life, faith and cult symbols; medieval Albanian culture; The history of Albanian school and education in the Renaissance period. An important place is dedicated to the development of education and culture in the period of the Albanian National Renaissance, especially the struggle and efforts of the Albanian people and patriots for the development of national education, for the opening of schools in the Albanian language. Also, this course deals with the development of Albanian education and culture during the period of independence, where the development of national education and culture in the independent Albanian state is dealt with. Other topics included in this course include education and culture during the First World War period, efforts to democratize and secularize the school in the years 1920-1924; education and culture in the period 1925-1939; the history of the development of education and culture from the Second World War to the end of the 1980s; the history of education during the 90s until today in Kosovo.
