	Objectives of the course:
	The course is intended to give students a comprehensive introduction to the relatively new area of intersection between environment (environmental law) and human rights law. The course is intended to address the dual interaction between these two fields, namely to explore how human rights law may be and has been used to shape environment (and environmental law) and the impact that environment and environmental law have on human rights law.

The students will learn about how the interaction between environmental and human rights law is governed on the national, supranational and international level. During the course the students will learn about the human right to a healthy/benevolent environment and consider the substantive and procedural aspects of this right. 

Significant portion of the course will be devoted to practical aspect of litigating human rights-related environmental issues.

	Learning outcomes:
	Upon completion of the course, the students:
1) will be aware of the origins of environmental law, including the right to live in a healthy environment;
2) will be aware of national and international mechanisms and legal instruments for the protection of environment as well as the differences and overlaps between those mechanisms and institutions;
3) will know about the scope and content of the right to a healthy environment, its substantive and procedural aspects, as well as its interplay with other human rights;
4) will have detailed knowledge of main trends in environmental human rights litigation on the national and international level, as well as will be aware of major pending cases.
